You would use this expression to describe what the speaker had seen or
when predicting what will happen next. The structure of the expression is the following: [Verb
(masu form)+% 5 72 ], [Adjective word stem (the part that doesn’'t change)+% 9 72 . Since
the two expressions are very similar, make sure you are careful of which one you use.
